1. Students must attend the AFRICAN AMERICAN SPIRITUAL WORKSHOP which will be held from 9:00  

am to 12:00 noon on March 22, 2025. Location - Trinity Presbyterian Church, 499 Rt. 70 East & Westgate 
Dr., Cherry Hill, NJ 08034. Teachers are encouraged to attend to learn more about the African American 
Spiritual. 

 

2. Applicants must perform three selections -  a Classical piece, an African American Spiritual, and a selection 
from one of the following  categories:  Jazz, Gospel, or Contemporary. Applicant must use a live accompa-
nist. CDs and other types of audio accompaniment devices are not permitted.  (A Spiritual is a  religious song 
originally cultivated by southern Black enslaved people.  Examples are:  “Deep River”, “Go Do n Moses”, 
and “Were You There?”) 

 

3. One of the required selections must be by a published African-American composer:  Instrumentalists can only 
perform arrangements written for instruments. Please check the public libraries and websites for music writ-
ten for instruments. 

 

4. All music must be memorized.  Applicants should work with their music teacher to select music that is suita-
ble for their level of performance. 

 

5. Applicants must submit their information in a PDF file format to the email listed below no later than March 
31, 2025. A non-refundable $15.00 processing fee should be mailed to the P.O. box listed below. 

 

Note: Applications e-mailed between April 1, 2025 and April 7, 2025 will be assessed a late  processing fee 
of $20.  No application will be accepted after April 7, 2025.
